The registration packet is a (5) page document, containing information, application and waiver, donation, fee application and refund policy, code of conduct.

Please read all documents.  Pages 2-5 must be turned in to start official practice.  We suggest your family make a copy of the documents for future reference.

A schedule should be ready by the first day of practice, if not very soon afterwards.  Registration is due at the second day of practice, otherwise there is a $10.00 fee per practice.  A birth certificate or legal equivalent will be required to participate in races.
Information

Rosedale racers usually has 3-4 scheduled practices a week, the fourth usually only occurring when there is no race.  We suggest participating in 2-3 in order that your child will develop properly.  One practice is mandatory a week unless there is a family sickness, death or vacation.

Please remember that all children are welcome to participate on the club.  Please note that we do not have the ability to supervise all children, so some parent participation is a must.  We also do not have the ability or facility to accommodate the disabled.

WAIVER

DONATION

Rosedale Racers requires a minimum seasonal donation of $ 125.00 dollars, unless your child is returning and has a uniform, or his or her USATF or AAU cards have not expired.  These discounts may be applied against 125.00 donation if you wish.  There also may be multiple child discount or a volunteer discount – please discuss with the Coach.

There is also a 25.00 per month membership fee per child.  $20.00 per child for families with 2 or more children.

Also, there is required fundraising activities that will not be successful unless everyone does there part to help.  Most of these activities go toward travel costs, but they also help in the growth of the team and for awarding mandatory scholarships under our by-laws agreement and submitted to both the AAU and the Internal Revenue Service as a non-profit athletic type organization.
We call our registration fees, donations because they are non-refundable.  Listed below are the basic expenses that are included while participating on the team.  However, if an expense has not occurred within a season, and your child or family abruptly withdraws from our team this does not justify a refund of fees since your deposit is a donation.  Please make sure your child wants to participate before signing up.  We charge a 10.00 fee per child for up to (3) practices after the first practice (first practice free), that can be applied against your seasonal donation if you register, however if your family or child decide not to register then these fees are non-refundable.

CODE OF CONDUCT

In order to have proper order on any athletic team, it is necessary to have a general code of conduct, so that all participants understand the basic expectation and responsibilities of participating actively on a team.
Athlete’s and Parent’s responsibilities:

1) Have a good attitude and give 110% effort in all practices and competition meets.

2) Understand that my participation in practice and fundraising, is for both my benefit and the benefit of my team mates.  Excessive missing of practice will result in me not being ready for competition, a bad team spirit, and lack morale regarding the team as a whole.

3) No fighting, threatening, profanity, horseplay and especially grouping into cliques which always result in unnecessary separations in the team, a weaker team and less popular kids being left out.  Everyone who is a Rosedale Racer is of equal importance and should be treated with the utmost respect and kindness.

4) Always represent the team and your colors well, by wearing a complete and clean uniform to the competition events.  Also show respect for other coaches and athletes on other teams, and be on your best behavior at competition events, and travel.
5) Always show respect for all Coaches, parents, volunteers and all adults on our team and other teams.  It is courteous to address the Coaches as Coach, and other adults and Mr. or Mrs and it rude and disrespectful to address by first name only.

6) Understand that my life off the field is directly related to my participation on the Rosedale Racers.  Therefore, you must follow all rules at home, school and church.  You should both understand and ask your parents what is their minimum standards as far as behavior and grades in order to continue participating on the team, and make a plan to keep those standards and achieve those goals.
